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   North State Rendering and Butte County are seeking letters of support for a grant  
   application for North State Rendering to expand and improve its ability to receive organic 
   materials at its anaerobic digester near the intersection of Highway 99 and Shippee Road. 
 
   Recommendation:  Authorize the Mayor and City Administrator to support the North
